Spring Checkup
(From Flying Circus, Durham, NC)

This checklist is intended to guide the British Motor Car owner through a through pre-season safety
inspection and preparation to help ensure an enjoyable British Motor Car cruising season.

Check dampers by pushing down on wings (2 to 4 rebounds OK) check ride height for sagging springs

Jack up car level on four jack stands

Inspect wheels for trueness, damaged lips, bent or broken spokes, inspect tyres for wear, damage,
foreign matter in treads, sidewall fat|gue dry rot.
REMOVE REAR WHEELS

Drain differential and gearbox; drain overdrive unit, clean filter (if so equipped); replace drain plugs
(consider a magnetic plug for safety)

Remove rear brake drums

Inspect wheel cylinders for leaks, piston movement, condition of rubber seals, condition of hold down

- springs and levers
Sand brake drums and shoes lightly, lubricate brake adjusters, lubricate hand brake cable, (don't
Mark Jones leave parking brake on during winter storage)

Replace rear brake drums, adjust rear brake shoes.
Fill differential
Inspect U-Joints, U-Joint alignment, U-Joint retaining nuts, grease the U-Joints

Inspect rear dampers for leaks, arm movement. Inspect shock links, shackle bolts, brake hoses, spray penetrating oil on leaf springs. Tighten rear
anti-sway bar (if so equipped)

Inspect petrol tank for seam corrosion and leaks; inspect fuel pump and sending unit for leaks; inspect fuel lines for damage and leaks
Inspect rear silencer and hangers for corrosion, holes, damage
Fill gearbox; (oil type could be 20/50, 90w or ATF)

%nspect Bront wheels for trueness, damaged lips, bent or broken spokes; inspect front tyres for wear, damage, foreign matter in treads, sidewall
atigue, dry rot

Inspect kingpins, tie rod ends, A-arm bushings, top damper bushings,
REMOVE FRONT WHEELS
With the engine warm, drain the sump, replace sump drain plug
Inspect wishbone arms, wishbone arm pivot bushes, coil springs
Inspect front exhaust for corrosion, holes, damage, and leaking sealing rings, inspect hangers, inspect catalytic converter (if so equipped)
Lubricate front suspension
Top off front dampers if necessary (use 20 Grade motorcycle fork oil)
Remove engine olil filter, replace filter element and gasket (early cars) or replace entire filter cartridge and gasket; tighten filter head
Fill engine sump
Inspect front brake flexible hoses
WITH THE HELP OF AN ASSISTANT

Remove front brake pads (one side at a time) and exercise brake calipers (use a stop to keep piston from coming out too far); with both pads
removed, inspect front wheel hub float
Grease outer wheel bearings

Bleed rear brakes; bleed front brakes; bleed clutch; top off brake and clutch master cylinders; change fluid every 2 years with Castrol LMA or
Lockheed brake fluid

Exercise and adjust hand brake
Inspect gaiters (rack and pinion), lubricate rack and pinion
Tighten rack clamping bolts; inspect and tighten (if necessary) steering U joint
Exercise and lubricate bonnet cable
Top off carburetor dash pot(s) with 20w oil
Lubricate wheel retaining lugs or splines
REPLACE WHEELS AND SET CAR ON THE GROUND
Insp?ct and tighten fan/dynamo belt; inspect all hoses; inspect and tighten all hose clamps; pressure check radiator cap; verify coolant mixture
quality
Inspect and replace air filter elements; inspect air pump air cleaner (if so equipped) inspect PCV valve and hoses; inspect and replace fuel filter
Fill washer solvent bottle (not just plain water)
Oil electric cooling fan (if equipped with item that can be lubricated)
Inspect and clean wiper blades; inspect and adjust wiper park position
Inspect and clear windshield washer jets; adjust jet aiming
Inspect all lights, inspect operation of horn
Lubricate seat rails, door strikers, bonnet slide, boot slide, jack, tighten latches
Inspect driver and passenger seat diaphragms
Inspect seat belt anchorage bolts; inspect seat belt webbing for sun rot and tears, inspect seat belts for proper operation
Inspect condition and inflation of spare tyre
Inspect and correct tyre inflation of road wheels
Inspect battery, battery clamps, and battery cables
Top up rear dampers

Tighten rearview mirror, sun visors, gear lever knob; inspect and tighten window cranks, inspect and lubricate vent window locks, clean and
lubricate (with W040) multi-section radio antenna mast
Inspect dash switch gear for loose/malfunctioning items; inspect gear lever gaiter for deterioration; inspect pedals for loose or worn rubbers
