Sydney Allard’s first car, in 1937, was an amalgainGrand Prix Bugatti and Ford V-8, tl§is
unlikely combination courtesy of two unrelated caashes from which Allard was able to salvpge
enough parts for one whole special which becamesthece of that singularly British Off-Rogd
sport known as the Mud-Plugging Trial.

A few further specials followed in the years prioftWorld War 2, and in 1946 Allard Motpr
Company was established in Clapham, London.

MODERN ENGINE OILS ARE
KILLING OUR ENGINES

We have discussed this item last year, but |
have recently heard of more than one newly
rebuilt engine that have had pre-mature engine
failures. Mark Evanchuck a member of the Ontario
MGT register had his rebuilt MG TC engine fall
after only 5000 miles. There have been articles in
Old Autos newspaper, and The Oily Rag the news
letter of The British Saloon Car Club, and also the
Vintage Sports Car Club of Calgary.

All the articles are putting the blame on the
disappearance or reduction of zinc, manganese,
and phosphates in the “Energy Conserving” or
“New and Improved” engine oils that are now
being marketed by all the major oil Manufacturers.
These are the words that appear in the donut on
the labels or lids of the “modern” engine oils that
are on the market..

In particular, we should be extra cautious of
the oils used for ‘break-in‘ oils. The metal
additives, ZDDP, were removed or reduced from
the oils, because of the structure of the modern
engine, (roller camshafts) and to reduce
contamination of the catalytic converter. However
our older British cars have camshafts making
contact with the flat surface of the lifters. and it is
this area that is most affected by the anti-wear
properties of the metal additive ZDDP. The ZDDP
is a single polar molecule, that are attracted to the
iron based metals, such as the cam, lifters, and
wrist pins.A sacrificial layer is formed when the
polar molecules stand up on the metal surfaces
and is bonded by heat and friction generated
during the break in period.

What is the solution?

Simply changing to Diesel oils gives you the
protection you need. These additives have not
been reduced for the reason that diesel engines
require much higher temperatures and
pressures,and they do not use catalytic
converters. As well the Redline oils,10W-30 and
10W40, have all the necessary additives use as
break-in and long term heavy use. Castrol advises
using their HD-30 for the break-in period, or their
diesel rated olls.
